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In the over 33 years that our program has been in existence 2010, perhaps, was one of the most challenging. The recession cut deeply into our donor base, especially among businesses and some foundations. Thankfully we had made provision for a reserve fund a number of years ago as this was a necessary backup over the past year or so. We did, however, finish the year in decent shape. Thankfully our income projections had been very conservative. However expenses were a challenge. 

There were many things about 2010 that inspired; many things that touched our hearts and many things that simply, well, were exciting. We celebrated our 32nd anniversary as a pioneering program in Washington County. Through financial and program ups and downs, Citizen Advocacy began 2010 with a tremendous amount of hope and enthusiasm. We felt that our Gala 2010 would be a great success; it was. We look forward to an even greater success in 2011 as we learned many lessons last year in how to put on such a major fundraiser as this.

2010 was a real ride, a year that will long be remembered by staff, board and donors. Even as the economic crisis bore down on our program, the hope and optimism born of the exciting events of the year were enough to carry us through. We ended the year in the black and with a strong program and greater promise of more growth in 2011.
